Discussion

1. Miles called the meeting to order

2. minutes from the last meeting were approved

3. Old business

a. Park application update

i. Town of Johnstown submitted it and it was accepted for review

ii. Fewer applications were submitted this time, so there may be less competition

b. Stormwater drainage

i. An email msg was sent to Joe Schumacher on 3/11 (attached to agenda)

ii. it said that the appropriate rules and laws are being adhered to

c. Demand letters - 2007 dues

i. Letters were sent

ii. There was a suggestion to consider negotiating with Brian Boos to get at least part of the money that he owes in HOA dues

d. Oil/gas lease

i. Verniece revealed that the address of the company that is doing the oil/gas lease is the same as that of Brian's company

ii. The suggestion to settle with Brian was rejected. If he has money to do the oil exploration, then he has money to pay us, or we wait until the wells start paying and then get all of the money he owes us.

iii. We sent a counter proposal for 18% (they wanted 12.5%) to Stephanie Franklin.

1. Miles signed the counter proposal

e. Architectural control/miscelaneous policies (shed discussion)

i. Jim signed the xxx policy that we approved at the last meeting

ii. sheds
1. we looked at a brochure of tuff shed sizes and styles

2. we decided that these will be the rules for sheds

a. maximum height is 8 ft 0 in, measured from the base to the highest point

b. maximum area (measured on the outside) is 100 sq. ft.

c. the sides must match the color of the house as closely as possible

d. if there are shingles, their color must match the shingles of the house

e. the Architectural Control Committee must preapprove the location, color and size

f. if a building permit is required, the owner is responsible for getting one

3. owners of existing sheds must ask for approval per the above rules

iii. boats and RVs

1. whatever we change, we need to put in the policies, and not the covenants

2. should we reevaluate every year ?

3. Since GLH holds the main vote, Verniece will ask GLH about their position before our next meeting

iv. clotheslines

1. are allowed by Colorado law

2. so the policy needs to be changed to reflect this fact

v. Miles submitted requests for architectural approval for his playhouse and HDTV antenna

1. after discussion and review, the board decided to approve them

2. Jim signed the approval and made a copy of the signed requests

4. new business

a. landscape bid

i. Verniece showed the various bids that she had obtained, and we discussed the relative merits of each

ii. the contract needs to be written so that we can cancel (with 30 days notice) if we are not satisfied with the service provided
iii. Miles asked to ask for a 10% discount across the board

iv. We decided to keep Paradise, but to monitor what they do and don't do

1. motion: Miles, seconded by Lance

2. the vote was unanimous

b. Newsletter suggestions
i. reminder that the speed limit is 25 MPH
ii. reminder to clean up your own pet waste

iii. reminder to put up fences 

iv. reminder to install lawns in bare dirt front yards

5. general discussion
a. dog waste

i. should we supply bags for pet waste ?
1. no

2. we have no community trash cans

3. a post, with bags, is estimated at $600

ii. the detention pond is full of dog waste

iii. what about posting signs ?

b. speed bumps

i. rubber ones 

1. are $700-$800 each. 

2. 3 would be needed to cross the street for each location

3. it would be a problem for snow removal in that they would have to be moved
