2. Call Meeting to order – Miles called the meeting to order at 6:40.
3. Approve minutes – motion was made by Miles to approve minutes, motion was seconded by Tom and approved unanimously.
4. Old Business
5. Benches
a. Two benches were ordered June 3: 6', all green. The total cost was $1375 including shipping.

b. We walked through the neighborhood looking at the sites of the architectural requests and looked for possible bench sites.
c. We decided on locations for the two benches

i. #1: between 221 and 223 Alder on the path along CR13, facing west, on the east edge of the path

ii. #2: in the common area by 431 Hawthorne, near the fence, facing North.

6. Website
a. Verniece called attention to a possible website for the HOA to use for communicating information about the neighborhood. She has still not received the password to allow us to fully review it.

7. New Business
a. Discussion of HB 1270 - energy saving devices
i. Verniece called our attention to this recent law, and gave the BOD information about it to review for the next meeting.
b. Architecture Requests

i. Review of fence request - Harry & Sharlene Crosby
1. We looked at the location and decided that the proposed back fence was OK, but the proposed side fence did not meet the architectural guidelines
a. In that filing, the side fence (adjacent to a common area) must either be a vinyl 3-rail
b. the 3' picket fence has pickets that are too narrow: they need to be 4" wide

c. The homeowner mentioned keeping animals out of the yard. Other homeowners use chicken wire with the 3-rail fence.

2. We anticipate a possible appeal because there are existing 6' vinyl fences adjacent to common areas. We noted that those fences was approved by a prior BOD even though they are technically in volation of the architectural guidelines.
3. We voted to approve the back fence, but not the side fence. Miles made the motion and Mickey seconded it. The vote was unanimous

ii. Shed request - Bart Hartman

1. The request was found to be in compliance with the architectural guidelines.
2. We voted to approve the application.  Miles made the motion to approve, and Jim seconded the motion (as long as the color is close). The vote was unanimous

c. Review and discuss landscape invoices
i. Paradise billed us $892 for interest charges.

1. Verniece paid the original bill. Paradise then sent another bill asking us to pay interest on the payment which he said was late.

2. Verniece reported that is standard procedure for PB Roche to not pay interest charges and that she will contest the charges.

ii. Zach Spaur - doing the landscaping
1. We received the first bill.

2. Action: Verniece: 

a. We need to ask him to check for insect damage in the grass along CR13, 

b. and remind him that there are still trees that need to be pruned

c. and remind him of our budget issues

iii. irrigation line repair
1. Zach Spaur sent a bill to repair the sprinkler system. 

2. Could this be the same pressure valve that was replaced by Paradise ?

3. Could it be covered by a warrantee ? If so, we should send a bill to GLH.

4. It was reported that the line pressure was 175 PSI (should be 75).

5. We need to find out the reason for the failure.  We don't want to have to repair this every year.

a. Action: Verniece: 
i. find out the reason. If the pressure regulator was broken, then GLH must fix it, otherwise we need to find another resource to fix it.

d. Interest rates - savings account/CD
i. We looked at the money market and CD vendors and rates.
ii. We decided on a three-tiered strategy:

1. at Bank of Choice: keep a minimal amount there for operating funds (about $5000)

2. Put $8500 in a 3-month CD for the 'Reserve Fund". This is $50 for each homeowner that paid dues.
3. at Advantage Bank: put the remainder of the funds in a money market account

8. General discussion – 

a. Park GOCO grant

i. The results should be known June 8
b. We discussed the possibility of investigating xeriscaping 2 common areas that are currently wild.
